Research and Technical Coordinator – Haiti – (1 Student) Undergraduate or Graduate Students – Fall 2020

Tutor for School Aged Children – Fremont, California – (1 Student) Undergraduate or Graduate Students – Fall 2020
This position will be tutoring refugee and immigrant children who need help with schoolwork, especially those who are in homes where the adults have English as a second language. Focus will be on elementary age, but if a student is comfortable, the greatest need is high school level tutoring. This can be through zoom.

Because of the large refugee/immigrant community, it will be difficult for parents who speak very little English and may not read English at all to help their students. In addition, they feel ill equipped to help their child, or they may need to work and do not have the time or energy to help their children with schoolwork. So, this is a great need!
